Seeing What Our Eyes Cannot See*

“My eyes and Echo’s eyes can see 400 people, but God showed us one family late at night when we thought
we were finished treating all the patients,” said Swazi team leader Sipho.

A woman and her two children tested positive for HIV and then disappeared in the crowds. “When God
showed Echo the lady was missing,” Sipho remembered, she ran to the community policeman who knew
the woman and where she lived.

Sipho and Echo climbed into the police truck - the back of a pickup with bars. “It was very dark with
no moon and no road. The driver did not care about all the bumps. We bounced and bounced along,
and Echo tried to take a nap,” Sipho laughed.

Arriving at the Swazi homestead, Sipho noted, “Something in my heart was touched by that place.
We heard a whole family coughing inside as they slept. We knocked and knocked and waited.”
Finally, the mother came out. “We are so sick,” she said.

With Sipho interpreting, Echo checked each family member, assuring them they would receive medical
help. All six were infected with HIV and TB. They piled into the police vehicle with Sipho and Echo.

Two months later, the coughs are gone, smiles are back on their faces, and the entire family is taking
life-saving anti-retrovirals. On a follow-up visit to the TLC campus, the mother exclaimed: “TLC
plucked us out of the hand of death. You came to our community that day just to save our lives.”
